Officer Reports: 

MS1: 

- Concern over winter break 2011, NP will look into it

- Concern over pizza party continuity for next year, future discussions to follow but consensus was that students should be primarily in charge, not admissions office.  JK will discuss with Alex (class secretary) to decide which responsibilities can be shared w/ the office of admissions.

Committee Reports

Budget committee: tabled due to absence of Jose (illness)

1) APAMSA National Board Conference, funding for flight out-of-state for 5 people, total $1,097.00

2) Global Health Initiative week series: this proposal has been tabled for our next meeting for further clarification of funding items.

3) Sex and Cookies training seminar, funding food for 30 people, total $168.00

4) Surgery Interest Group lunch panel for 50 people, total $280.00

February Formal:

- VT discussed tickets sales: currently at 140, need 60 more to reach goal

- Goal is for each class to double their current ticket sales

   MS1: 62  124

   MS2: 30  60

   MS3: 6  12

   MS4: 24  48

- We will use the following strategy:

   1. MS1/2 leadership must make class announcements and “hype up” event

   2. Jose and other leaders will contact UCR students and advertise

   3. List of ticket purchasers will be used on Friday to make personal phone calls

   4. Advertise to student leaders in SRHC and Mobile Clinic to boost attendance among their members

- LCh asked about bar setup, VT will finalize this week

- MS stressed need for facebook group to publicize events

Wellness Groups:

- KI presented amendment to constitution that would require faculty/staff advisor for each SAG

- NP shared concern that each group have faculty advisor, not just SAO staff

- Group agreed, but felt that details must be flushed out before next meeting, especially regarding funding

- Agenda item tabled to next meeting  

New business

A. AMA Opt Out Policy

- EM proposed program that would automatically enroll incoming UCLA students to California Medical Association (CMA) and Los Angeles County Medical Association (LACMA) with the option of opting out. Membership is free, EM shared thoughts on how these organizations provide tremendous service and influence, allow students to get more involved in local, state, and national health care issues.

- Committee was concerned in protecting privacy of students, discussed giving student option of joining for free instead of automatically opting-in

- Discussion tabled for further discussion at next meeting

B. OSR

- CK and BE discussed Organization of Student Representatives (OSR), which reports to the American Association of Medical Colleges (AAMC)

- OSR attends 2 major meetings per year – National and Regional Conferences

- Both expressed interest in building relationship with MSC, asked what best approach would be

- NP mentioned idea of having reps come to MSC meeting before and after major conferences 

- BE shared that OSR members are appointed by Dean for all 4 years, asked MSC to discuss this

- Next OSR meeting is May 4, 2011

- MI requested information on how other medical schools OSR groups function

- Discussion tabled for further discussion and will be brought up at next meeting

C. Amendment to Funding Guidelines

- tabled due to absence of Jose Aguilar (author)

New Business:

1. Tabled SIG Application: Medical Innovation Group

- JC discussed improvements in application, stated that he and Dr. Stevens “don’t see eye to eye”

- NP suggested removing “combined degree program” from mission statement and replace with “innovation” since it is a more accurate representation of group goals

- Group noted that application met all requirements and was pleased with application

- Vote Results: 

   In favor: VT, ML, LC, LCh, KI, CA, JK, ZK, AZ 

   Oppose: MS (on grounds of eliminating “of relevant combined degree programs” from group mission statement)

- Group approved
