Call to Order:

Quorum met and meeting called to order at 7:05pm

Approval of the Agenda

Officer/Committee Reports

MS2s::Orientation went very well.  USC Medical School Olympics will begin in September.  UCLA will participate (mainly through the 1st/2nd Years)

MS3s:: Rotations

MS4s:: ML brought up that the 4th year orientation week prior to college foundations was something that students did not feel was helpful.

MEC  Report (VT) – Updates given about improving the feedback systems for the clerkships and blocks.  2 proposals were discussed: 1) having debriefing sessions with either clerkship or block chairs after the respective block or clerkship exams 2) Creating a student initiative to analyze the results of the online evaluations.  These proposals would first apply to Surgery and Pediatrics. MSz gave the suggestion that there be a tight structure to the debriefing sessions.  LCh gave the input about block 3's debriefing session – 6 people, chosen by the president, 1 week after the exam, a single lunchtime session that used the calendar as a guide to discuss what worked an what didn't.  MSz also gave the suggestion that there be a commitment to fixing problems that are brought up in these groups using some sort of feedback loop.

Budget Committee – JA and MS

Health Fair Funding Proposal $6637.23 – passed

1st Year Orientation Barney's Beanery Event - $362.00 – passed

Professionalism Council Update – (VT) 1st Official meeting will take place in September.  The results of these meetings will be published on the new website.

New Website – (MSz) – Reviewed.  VT suggested putting the web-designers email at the bottom of the website so problems can be addressed.

Anatomy Club – (MSf) – Proposal to be submitted next meeting

Student Org Events Prior to the Student Org Fair – (VT and MS) - 

Discussion centered around what constitutes an official event.  A consensus was reached that the MSC would stick to the policy that student groups will not be able to host official events prior to the Student Organization Fair.  The policy was enacted so that all groups will have equal footing in recruiting membership at the Student Org Fair. However, the consensus was that AMA can still reserve a room and have the event, provided that it is only advertised to your current membership.

Old Business: 

ITEM A: Tabled Groups (Advocates for Single Payer Reform, Medical Genetics IG, Neurosurg IG, Ophthalmology IG)

Motion to allow tabled groups to participate in the Student Organization Fair, provided they contact VT and MY with their intent to resubmit a completed application by the September MSC meeting.  Approved unanimously.

Key Debate: The applications for renewal from the student groups mentioned above were deemed to be incomplete by the MSC during the prior meeting.  However, the MSC identified inconsistencies with the Student Group renewal process.  There were problems in the transfer of information from Alison Jones to Mitsue, there were inconsistencies in the notification process of incomplete applications, there were insufficient appeals processes in place, and there was delay in the notification of the groups.  The MSC did not want to penalize groups by prohibiting participation in the Student Organization Fair, especially given these issues with the renewal process.  Suggestions were made on how to better the appeals process for next year.

New Business:

ITEM A: Bylaw Amendment: Funding Guidelines- Submitted by JA and VT

Motion to approve Item A  under New Business, with all  friendly amendments, approved by unanimous consent. 

Key debate: The amendments aim to broaden the types of events that can be funded by the MSC to include programming that promotes wellness, learning or a sense of community at the medical school.  Friendly amendments were made to allow any elected official that has attended the budget committee meeting to submit a funding proposal.  The amendment recognizes each Class (for example, the Class of 2011) as a student group eligible for funding.  Currently, this does not allow for programming solely for affiliated programs at DGSOM (i.e. Drew, Prime or UCR).

ITEM B: Student Group Renewal Application – ENT Surgery Interest Group

Motion to include ENT Surgery Interest Group in the decision made on the clubs listed in ITEM A of New Business, approved by unanimous consent.

Key debate: The ENT Surgery Interest Group was not discussed at the prior MSC meeting because their application was missed in the transfer of information from Alison Jones to Mitsue.  Upon reviewing the application, it was noted that only 3 events were listed (out of a requirement of 4), and that no events for the 2010-2011 academic year were listed.  Given these deficiencies, it was decided that the ENT Surgery IG would be included in the decision made on the Tabled Student Interest Groups in ITEM A of New Business.
