Call to Order:

Quorum met and meeting called to order at 7:10pm

Officer/Committee Reports

MS1s: JK is planning an initial class-MSC meeting. JK and team is also working on improving the interviewing/touring sessions offered to applicants with a possible pizza party for the them.

MSIIs: LC – planning a fundraisers of coffee mugs being sold in the bookstore.  LC also the point person for the USC Med Games, with 60 UCLA students representing.

MS3s:: Rotations, MSf planning a picnic for his class but all are invited.  Possible bbq taking place at the picnic.

JA also made a comment about coming up with a policy directed at week-long events that will be submitted at the next MSC meeting.

Website Update – (VT) The website launch has been delayed for unknown reasons.  It should be launched soon.

Professional School Fees – (NP) – Dr. Parker welcomes the group.  He discussed the possible increase in professional school fees.  Students brought up whether or not any fee-reducing incentive can be given to students that have a commitment to primary care.  MSf/ML/MQ all agree that this is a forward thinking model for medical students.  MQ would like to form a subcommittee to create recommendations that Dr. Parker can take to those who will determine fees.

Geffy Guide – (VT) – Discussed general format of the Geffy Guide.  Vatche to create a Google Doc for the group.  Ziyad will work on creating a “wiki” for the Geffy Guide.  Individual assignments will be posted on the Table of Contents outline.  Goal is to have rough drafts of individual sections during the next meeting.  Pictures are welcome.

Student Group Awards (VT) – VT raised the possibility of creating student group awards for both a SIG and a national organization.  The MSC will determine in the future what the award will be and how it will be given.

All School Formal (VT) – VT and MSf to collect information from Ali Khan (MSC President – 2009/2010) about the logistics of last year's formal.

MSC Survival Binders – Lance created a worksheet for JK.  MSf and VT to create a binder for LC.  The survival binder should be an organized compilation of information on how to plan required events for the MSC.

Old Business: 

ITEM A: Tabled Groups (ENTIG, Medical Genetics IG, Neruosurg IG, Opthalmology IG, Geriatrics IG and ASPIRE)

Motion to Divide Item A into individual items A1 ENTIG, A2 Medical Genetics IG, A3 Neurosurgery IG, A4 Opthalmology IG, A5 Geriatrics IG, and A6 ASPIRE, approved by unanimous consent.

Item A1 – ENTIG


Motion to approve was made and seconded and passed with a vote of 11-0.  

Key Debate: Application met all requirements.

Item A2 – Medical Genetics IG


Motion to approve was made and seconded and passed with a vote of 11-0.  

Key Debate: Application met all requirements.

Item A3 – Neurosurgery IG


Motion to approve was made and seconded and passed with a vote of 11-0.  

Key Debate: Application met all requirements.

Item A4 – Ophthalmology IG


Motion to approve was made and seconded and passed with a vote of 11-0.  

Key Debate: Application met all requirements.

Item A5 – Geriatrics IG


Motion to table group was made and seconded and passed with a vote of 11-0.  

Key Debate: The MSC debate revolved around the scheduled events for 2010-2011 which include two lunchtime lectures, shadowing and a student staff dinner.  The application does not provide enough information about these events (topics to be discussed, time/place or thoughts about specific speakers).  The MSC also does not believe that shadowing should qualify as 1 of the 4 required annual events.

Item A6 – ASPIRE


Motion to table was made and seconded and passed with a vote of 11-0.  

Key Debate:  ASPIRE was initially rejected because of failure to sufficiently describe events from 2009-2010 and 2010-2011.  They were allowed to resubmit an application to correct this problem.  However, the re-submitted events were still lacking information and showed an overall lack of planning.  For example, stating “One dinner meeting with respective State Senators and Assembly Members about healthcare policy” does not give enough information to qualify as a valid event.  Who are the State Senators/Assembly Members, when is the dinner going to be, how many students will be in attendance approximately.  These are all questions the MSC posed but could not answer based on the application submitted.

New Business:

ITEM A: Constitutional Amendment: Article 3: Professionalism Council - Submitted by VT

Motion to approve Item A  under New Business was seconded and approved by a vote of 11-0. 

Key debate: The amendments were drafted by VT and edited by the Professionalism Council.  The amendments eliminated a strict time frame for student hearings and also increased faculty eligibility to serve on the Professionalism Council by eliminating the need for faculty with different committee positions.

ITEM B: Application for New Student Group – MS4C

Motion to Table Item B was made and seconded, and passed with a vote of 10-1.

Key debate: The MS4C application only provided  information about 3 student events planned for 2010-2011.  The MSC would also like to see more information that indicates that pre-planning has been done for the upcoming events.

ITEM C: Application for New Student Group – Psychiatry IG

Motion to Table Item C was made and seconded, and passed with a vote of 11-0.

Key debate: The Psychiatry IG application only provided  information about 3 student events planned for 2010-2011.  The MSC would also like to see more information that indicates pre-planning has been done for the upcoming events.

ITEM D: Application for New Student Group – SRHC

Motion to Approve Item D was made and seconded, and passed with a vote of 11-0.

Key debate: SRHC showed good planning for upcoming events.  Future policy will be made to direct the MSC on groups that also are part of a selective.
